Facilities office is located on the second floor (Room Number: 228) of the Chancery building. 

 

The Facilities Manager or the Facilities Administrative Clerk will brief newly arrived Mission 

employees and family members on the Work Order system, customer service standards, 

residential fire safety and SHEM residential requirements. 

 

Residential fire safety includes the issuing of required smoke alarms and fire extinguishers.  

Safety, Health, Environmental Management (SHEM) programs include information on Carbon 

Monoxide (CO) hazards and pest control safety. 

 

Facilities will issue CO alarms and brochures explaining the hazards of CO.  Facilities also 

supports residential safety concerns as per SHEM's requirements for LQA housing.
